|   CARBURETED MODELS 

Michigan Motorz uses the Delco EST electronic ignition system on our carbureted engines.  
 
While carbureted models do not use an ECM like MPI models, they DO have an electronic distributor 
module that monitors engine speed and advances ignition timing accordingly using a pre-programmed 
ignition timing curve. Because these modules are programed to add some timing advance at idle speeds, It 
is necessary to turn-off all advance functions during ignition timing. 
 
A special tool must be used to set timing on Delco EST, called a “timing shunt”. Failure to use a shunt while 
timing a Delco EST ignition system will result in improper BASE ignition timing, and likely result in 
catastrophic engine failure, not covered under the Michigan Motorz warranty policy.

|  ENGINE REGISTRATION 

The engine must be registered within 10 days of installation, or within 90 days from date of purchase. To register the 
engine, fill out the 2 forms at the end of this installation guide: the ENGINE WARRANTY REGISTRATION FORM and 
the PDI FORM. Incomplete forms will be rejected and automatically considered unregistered.   

NOTE: Forms that are incomplete will NOT be eligible for warranty coverage or support. 

 

|  ENGINE FUEL & OIL REQUIREMENTS 

| IDLE MIXTURE SCREWS (CARBURETED ENGINES) 

On certain carburetors, such as Holley and QuickFuel carbs, the idle mixture screws are sealed after they were 
adjusted at the manufacturing factory. It is unlawful for customers in the state of California to tamper with the 
sealing plugs and attempt to make idle mixture adjustments to the carburetor.  

| FUEL REQUIREMENTS (CARBURETED AND MPI ENGINES) 

• Michigan Motorz engines are designed to operate on regular unleaded fuel with an octane rating of 89 or higher.  
 

• We recommend the use of Sta-Bil fuel stabilizer for boat users that consume less than a tank of 
fuel every two weeks. Todays fuels are far more susceptible to degradation and the use of a 
quality stabilizer will help ensure fewer problems for the occasional boater.  
 

• If the boat has not been used for more than 30 days with fuel in the tank (even stabilized fuel), the 
boat may run poorly until the “old” fuel has been used up. Michigan Motorz will not pay for 
repairs to carburetors or fuel injection components that are inoperable or damaged from old 
and/or poor quality fuel.  
 

• Michigan Motorz recommends 0% ethanol fuel. Ethanol damages fuel systems. It has shown to 
cause heavy deposits in carburetors, plugged fuel injectors, corroded fuel rails, and damage to fuel 
pumps over time. In some states though, the use of ethanol fuel is unavoidable. In this case, we 
recommend the use of StarTron Enzyme Fuel Treatment to combat the effects of ethanol in fuel. 
 While Michigan Motorz (and most other manufacturers) do allow for up to 10% ethanol content, 
any damage caused by ethanol is NOT COVERED UNDER THE MICHIGAN MOTORZ WARRANTY 
POLICY. We strongly recommend maintaining a 0% ethanol fill-up at the gas station, if possible, to 
achieve the highest reliability from your engine.  
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| OIL REQUIREMENTS 

We use and recommend a quality 15W-40 conventional (a.k.a. mineral) engine oil for use in all of our engines. Normally, 15W-
40 is marketed as “diesel oil”, as it contains Zinc (ZDDP) and other additives for severe-duty use conditions. Becsuse of this, it 
is a fantastic oil to use in gasoline engines that also see repeated severe-duty use. Because 15W-40 is a multi-viscosity oil, it 
acts as a thinner oil during cold start-ups (15W-40) but thickens when the engine warms up to operating temperature (15W-
40). This aids in coating your valve train quicker when starting an engine cold, where a much thicker strait-weight oil, such as 
SAE 30 (30W-30) or SAE 40 (40W-40), will take longer to coat your valvetrain because it is so thick when cold. When using a 
thicker oil viscosity, it is recommended to increase the idle speed of the engine to around 1,000 RPM during your engine warm-
up period to aid in coating your valvetrain with oil.  

• Rotella T (T4) 15W-40 DIESEL OIL, or equivalent, meeting API oil specifications of 
SL/SJ/CI-4, CH-4, and CG-4.   
 

• Oil weight may need to be adjusted based on your area (temperature) of normal use 
and operation. (Warmer climates may require 20W-40, 25W-40, etc.) 
 

• Synthetic (or semi-synthetic) oil meeting these requirements is acceptable, but only 
AFTER 100 hours of operation. The use of synthetic oil does not change the 
requirement for 100-hour (or annual) oil change intervals.  
 

• After your have completed the initial engine break-in (see our engine break-in guide), 
the engine oil MUST BE CHANGED after 10 hours to remove any fine break-in material 
suspended in the oil and trapped in the engine filter.  
 

   
SYNTHETIC OIL: 
DO NOT USE SYNTHETIC OIL DURING THE BREAK-IN PROCESS. ONLY USE CONVENTIONAL OIL. 
AFTER 100 HOURS, YOU MAY SWITCH TO SYNTHETIC BLEND OR FULL SYNTHETIC OIL.  
 
THE USE OF SYNTHETIC OIL DURING BREAK-IN GREATLY REDUCES PROPER BREAK-IN OF PISTON 
RINGS AND CYLINDER WALLS.

Michigan Motorz recommends the use of a single lever (Morse type) throttle/shift control. The use of a dual lever 
control, one that has a separate throttle and shift handle or a system utilizing a shift lever and a foot control is not 
recommended.  

If an engine/drive control system is rigged that allows throttle movement independent of shift control, any 
damage to the transmission or drive train caused by shifting at too high of an RPM will not be covered under 
Michigan Motorz’ Limited Warranty.

12 Volt Marine Type 650 cca/700 mca/120ah capacity and tapered post or side terminal connectors. Do 
not use a battery with wing nut connectors.

In twin engine installations, a separate battery must be supplied for each engine. If battery switches are 
used, it is important that the switches be positioned to allow each engine to run off its own individual 
battery.

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GOLD PACKAGE: SHIFT INTERRUPT CONNECTIONS 
                      ________________________________ 
Some engines manufacturers of sterndrive engines use a shift interrupt switch to aid in shifting functions of the outdrive.  

The purpose of a “shift interrupt switch” is to allow smooth shifting into gear and out of gear  - without damaging your outdrive 
gear teeth. Proper shifting is performed at idle speed, and the shift interrupt switch allows the RPM of the engine to drop for a  
split-second, thereby allowing gear teeth to mesh smoothly without grinding and damage.  

Manufacturers, such as Mercury (MerCruiser) will GROUND the ignition system (Thunderbolt Ignition), effectively killing 
ignition spark for a split second. Other manufacturers apply 12V DC + to the ignition module (Delco EST Ignition), which tells 
the module to kill spark also. Both methods, grounding, or applying 12V DC + power, need a switch installed in the ignition 
circuit to effectively allow the shift interrupt function to work as designed. The switch simply opens and closes the circuit, 
regardless of negative or positive. This switch is positioned on a shift bracket, to be toggled momentarily during a shift cycle. 

| CARBURETED SHIFT INTERRUPT 

When re-using your existing shift bracket, you will need a NORMALLY OPEN switch. Test your switch with a multimeter to 
confirm. Simply connect your switch to the RED and BLACK wires, located next to your carburetor, shown below. 

| TESTING SHIFT INTERRUPT OPERATION 

To test proper operation, start the engine, and press the switch. If the engine stops, your switch is working properly. During 
normal operation, this switch will be tapped for a split-second, effectively causing the engine RPMs to drop below normal idle 
speed and allowing proper shifting in (and out) of gear.  

If your engine stalls when shifting, shift cable adjustment is likely needed, or shift cable replacement. This is because the 
duration of the switch being presses is too long. Older, worn shift cables with slop or binding will cause erratic shift interrupt 
switch operation. Please refer to your OEM outdrive service manual to correctly adjust shift cables. If you are unfamiliar with 
shift cable adjustment, please see a qualified local marine engine dealership to adjust your shift linkage properly.

   The Delco Voyager distributor is a fully self-contained marine ignition system.  Installation is not complicated, but the timing 
setup must be exact.  After proper installation of the distributor and mounting of the coil, plug one end of the thick black 
sheathing wrapped wire into the distributor and the other end into the coil. Next, connect the “pigtail” plug that has a GREY 
and PURPLE wire into the ignition coil. The GREY wire is your tachometer gauge lead; it must go to the existing GREY wire(s) in 
your engine harness.  The PURPLE wire is the 12 volt + lead. This wire connects to your existing 12 volt + purple wire, which 
supplies the coil and distributor power.   
 
Depending on the year of your original engine and the engine wiring harness, there may be a voltage resistor or a resistor wire 
in the wiring harness to check for. Generally speaking, this resistor was used with points-based ignition systems. To check, 
simply place a voltmeter RED lead to the PURPLE lead on the engine harness, and the BLACK lead to a good ground. You 
should have 12 Volts, battery voltage - about 12.5 volts is a fully charged battery.  If your voltage reading is 10.9 volts or lower, 
you may have an in-line resistor*. BYPASS this resistor by cutting it out of the harness. If the resistor wire is difficult to access, 
just use a new wire altogether to bypass this resistor wire. 
 
   Now, recheck the voltage, it should be 12 volts or equivalent to your battery voltage.  If you do not have 12 volts, the ICM 
(Ignition Control Module) will not function correctly and can be damaged from low voltage operation while the engine is 
running. Connect PURPLE lead on engine harness to PURPLE lead on the coil.  Now you are ready to start the engine and set 
the BASE timing. 

* Older engines using a points-based ignition system used a lower voltage to run the coil and the other ignition system components. This 
helped eliminate burnt-out points that would arc-out from higher voltages (battery voltage). 
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                                         IGNITION TIMING 
                      ________________________________ 

|   CARBURETED ENGINES 

Michigan Motorz sets ignition timing on all its GOLD package carbureted engines at our factory, prior to 
shipping. It has been properly set and verified. You DO NOT need to adjust timing on a GOLD package 
engine. However, if you purchased a SILVER package, you MUST set timing before use. 

If you need to set timing, reset timing, or need to verify timing, the procedure is as follows: 

1. Install the timing shunt into the distributor as shown below. 
2. Connect a digital timing light inductive clamp to the #1 spark plug lead. We recommend the 

Innova 5568 Timing Light, which can be rented or purchased at most local auto parts stores.  
3. Start engine. 
4. Connect the loose end of the black wire (alligator clip) to 12 volts positive. Battery + post, 50A 

main circuit breaker, alternator, or starter motor solenoid + post will work.  
5. Adjust the idle to 750-850 RPM. 
6. Set timing by turning the distributor to achieve 8 degrees BTDC as shown. 
7. Disconnect timing shunt from 12 volts and remove from distributor.

Assuming the engine is already at TDC (Top Dead Center) - where the #1 cylinder is on the 
compression stroke, and that your distributor is dropped in so the ROTOR is pointed toward the #1 

spark plug wire on the distributor cap, you can proceed to set initial timing on the engine. 
 

1. Connect the inductive pickup of your timing light to the number one (1) spark plug wire. Connect the timing 
light power lead to a 12 volt power source (i.e. engine battery). (DO NOT connect to 12 volts on the alternator, 
the voltage may fluctuate rapidly and cause inaccurate timing). 
 

2. Loosen distributor clamp SLIGHTLY - just enough to allow minor rotation of the distributor. 
 

3. Start engine and allow to warm to operating temperature. Bring engine to idle (650-800 RPM). You may need to 
rotate the distributor slightly left or right to maintain a smooth idle. This is normal until the engine is properly 
timed. There is no need to adjust your carburetor.  
 

4.  WHILE THE ENGINE IS RUNNING install the timing shunt tool (special plug with white looped wire and single 
black wire) into the terminal connector on the distributor. Do not install while off or damage to the ICM (Ignition 
Control Module) may occur and is NOT covered under warranty. 
 

5. Plug in your adjustable timing light (digital LCD display) to set initial and total timing. An adjustable 
timing light is REQUIRED. Old-school “strobe lights” are far too inaccurate. If you don’t have one, 
AutoZone, O’Rileys, and many other local automotive parts stores have a tool rental department – many 
of which are FREE rentals and only require a temporary deposit. 
 

6. Connect the black wire of the timing shunt tool to a battery POSITIVE voltage. Engine RPM will drop when 
attached to 12V+. This indicates the engine is now in BASE TIMING MODE. You can now proceed with 
distributor timing. 
 

7. Rotate distributor to set initial BASE timing. (For 5.7L Vortec marine engines, initial base timing is 8 degrees if 
using    87 octane gas). Refer to the timing chart on the previous page of this manual for timing specifications. 
 

8. Tighten distributor clamp to hold distributor in position when initial timing is obtained. 
 

9. Recheck timing to verify the distributor did not rotate slightly while tightening the clamp 
 

10. Remove the timing shunt tool from the distributor. 
 

11. Check total timing at 2000, 3000, and 4000 RPM. (For example, a 5.7L Vortec marine engine, total timing will 
be about 26 degrees). 
 

12. Disconnect and remove timing light.

Before starting, please note the old OMC ESA ignition module and overstroke switch are NO LONGER 
USED. The Delco EST system has its own built-in ignition module located under the distributor cap. 

Because of this, there is no need to reuse the ESA module. You can cut it out of the system and unbolt it 
from the engine.  

Remember to safely tape back any remaining wiring which will no longer be used. 

1. Locate the shift interrupt switch on top of the engine. 
2. Cut the BLUE wire on both sides of the shift switch, leaving a few inches of wire hanging off the 

switch to splice into next. 
3. Connect one of the BLUE wires to any keyed 12 volt source, such as the purple coil wire, using an 

IN-LINE fuse holder.  Connect the remaining BLUE wire to the SINGLE BLACK wire with the plug 
end which was supplied with the ignition wiring kit. 

4. Plug the SINGLE BLACK wire in the distributor. 
5. The shift interrupt hookup is complete. You can test the button function by simply starting the 

engine and tapping the button with your finger. If the engine momentarily hesitates, the switch is 
functioning normally. If you hold the button down for too long, it WILL stall the motor. This is 
normal. 

 

NOTE:  Make sure that the travel on the switch is adjusted so it snaps back to the OFF position. You may 
need to adjust the shift cables so this switch operates properly and doesn’t “hang up”. Refer to an OMC 
service manual for your engine model to correctly adjust your shift cable linkage. 

 

NOTE: Many older OMC engines used in-line voltage resistors that lower voltage for the ESA module. 
Check the purple wire going to the coil for AT LEAST 12V+ to 14V+ DC. Any less than 12 volts will be 
insufficient for the distributor module to function properly. YOU MUST REMOVE THE IN-LINE RESISTOR. If 
you have difficulty setting timing or achieving FULL spark advance, you can always test/verify proper 
operation with a good 12V+ source, DIRECTLY from your battery post. This will pinpoint a hidden in-line 
resistor within the primary engine wire harness or another electrical issue.

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IGNITION TROUBLESHOOTING  
_______________________________ 

 

 If you are having any ignition system issues, lack of full advance, etc., remember this is a very simple 
ignition system. Start any troubleshooting by ISOLATING THE IGNITION SYSTEM.  PURPLE (power) and 
GRAY (tachometer), and shift interrupt wires (if used in your application) are all that are used to operate 
this system. Sometimes, bypassing your engine wiring harness and wiring the PURPLE wire directly to a 
battery positive is a crucial first step to troubleshooting steps.  

If your old ignition system appeared to be having problems, always remember the root cause of the 
original ignition system MUST BE DETERMINED to avoid a repeat failure. 

 Often problems with faulty shift interrupt switches or shorted/failing engine tachometers are the cause 
of the problem, which are NOT part of this ignition kit. 

 If you are having ANY issues, start by simply disconnecting your shift interrupt wire (the single black wire 
coming off the distributor) to isolate the ignition system to the distributor and coil only. If you are still 
having an issue, especially with weak spark or poor engine performance, disconnect your GRAY wire, 
which is your tachometer signal wire, to eliminate the chance that the tachometer is grounding your coil 
out. Old tachometers will start to flicker and are a sign of end-of-life. Disconnect the GRAY wire to 
eliminate this possible issue. Replace your tachometer if needed.

For re-power applications, all existing fuel lines must be inspected for possible degradation, dry-rot, 
and/or restrictions. Fuel tanks should be installed below the level of the fuel system on the engine. 

It is recommended that an anti-siphon valve be included in the fuel tank, and also the law in most 
states. The use of a water/fuel separator filter is HIGHLY recommended for the best fuel quality.  

Damage to the fuel pumps and engine internals caused by water, rust, ethanol, or any other 
contamination in the fuel is NOT COVERED under the Michigan Motorz warranty policy.

• Hardwall (wire-reinforced) hose must be used. Soft-wall (not wire-reinforced) hose can 

bend/kink/collapse and cause restrictions and damage to your engine. 
 

• 5.7L Carb and MPI engines - 3 1/2" I.D. MINIMUM Exhaust Outlet. It is acceptable for these 
units to exhaust through the hull and/or through the prop in sterndrive applications. 
 

• 7.4L / 8.2L Carb and MPI engine - 4" ID Exhaust Outlet. Through hull exhaust only. 
 

• Exhaust Outlets in thru-hull exhaust systems must be equipped with external or internal 
flappers to prevent water from entering the engine through the exhaust.

1. Oil and filter change after initial 10 hours (break-in period).  Then, regular oil and filter changes 
every 100 hours or once a season, whichever occurs first. 

2. Regular check of all fluid levels throughout the engine.  Engine oil must be at a safe level 
regardless of engine condition.  Damage caused by running the engine without adequate oil in the 
crankcase is not covered under this warranty. 

3. Tune-up, belt, filter and hose replacement at necessary intervals or whenever substandard 
performance is experienced.
